CONCEPT
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IN MEMORY OF OUR DREAMS 

The designers needed three 
years of hunting for flea-

market treasures to re-create 
the hotel’s unusual atmosphere 
based on contrasts like the one 
between old-fashioned inkwells 
and a room with a modern design. 
  
Reception welcomes you with a 
pommel horse from 1914 that 
was part of the gym equipment 
at the Lycée Royal in Versailles. 
 
The logo refers to a method for 
teaching French grammar, where 
the difficulty is identified in red.

The Franco-Argentinian artist Pablo Reinoso created a permanent work for the hotel entitled The Chairs of  
Collège Hotel. This installation transformed the façade into an open-air classroom where the pupils seem 
to have left in a noisy rush for recess at the first sound of the bell. 

The red “e” has become the 
sign that links all projects by the 
èhôtels-Collection Group: 
L’Ermitage Hotel Cuisine-à-Man-
ger (2007), Fourvière Hotel (2015), 
Les Lanternes (2019) and L’Eautel 
(2020).

In 2019 within the framework of an 
innovative partnership between 
Collège Hotel and the National 
School of Fine Arts of Lyon, 
students adopted the theme of the 
setting and created two works to 
decorate the hotel stairways.

THE ROOMS

SLEEPING
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Collège Hôtel has 40 rooms on 7 floors that 
offer incredible views of the city of Lyon, 

including the historical district of Old Lyon,  
Fourvière Hill and the basilica, the Saône quays 
and Croix Rousse Hill.

From first to third “cycle”, the three categories  
of rooms refer to the three curriculum levels in France.

All rooms have a bathroom with a walk-in shower  
or bathtub and a work area with a pupil’s desk. 

In playful contrast, blackboards and schoolbooks  
sit next to more contemporary items. Some rooms 
have a balcony or private terrace.

From floor to floor, 
the pupils move up from sixth grade to high school.

Residents and tourists 
walk on cobblestones and through 
traboules, the famous maze of 
interior alleyways that connect one 
street to another.
